F. Course description: This course is designed for students who are interested in

understanding the syntactic structure of Modern English. While
the material presented is not tied to any particular grammatical
model, it provides an understanding of constituent structure.
During this course the student will become familiar with the key
concepts and tools of syntactic analysis, such as the features
of word class categories and the use of tree diagrams.

G. Objectives: By the end of this course, students will be able to:

analyze the structure of English sentences and their component parts.
recognize and differentiate the main constituents of English phrases, clauses,
and sentences.

recognize and differentiate the main sentence, clause and phrase types found
in English.

categorize and classify English verbs according to their form and according to
their function in the sentence.

define and differentiate the various word classes of English.

explore the various ways that sentence constituents can be realized.

analyze the typical grammatical errors made by Spanish speakers learning
English
